I have always heard
of people’s dark night of the soul and never really understood
what that meant. It couldn’t happen to me. God and I are
close, we are tight. I never thought I would doubt him. Well,
I did. I felt abandoned by God. It was a horrible place to be.
I can’t explain what happened to change my feelings; all I
know is I was talking with my Mother about my pain and
hurt and crying and she was praying for me. The next morning
when I woke up, I was full of remorse for doubting God; but
at the same time, I knew we were okay. He was with me
and we were good. I came to realize that I had been telling
God what I wanted, not trusting him, but trying to tell him
how things should be. It was a painful lesson, but one that I
obviously needed to learn. On my path of learning to truly
listen to God, learning to follow him, I know that I must
surrender to his will, not mine. God did not abandon me, it
was me who abandoned him. He led me back to him and for
that I will be forever grateful.

“The Spirit of Justice”

The last line of today’s gospel refers to the first line of today’s
first reading. When Jesus was baptized, a voice proclaimed,
“This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.” Isaiah
opens his prophecy today with the voice of God proclaiming,
“Here is my servant whom I uphold, my chosen one with whom
I am pleased.”

Oh, to bring God pleasure! What marvelous joy!

Isaiah envisions that God takes joy in the chosen one. God’s
choice of a people started the whole story of salvation. When
the covenant worked well, the chosen people responded like
good servants, stewards of the word of God. When Israel was
pleasing, God put upon the people the spirit. That spirit helped
them bring forth justice to the nations.

For Christians, all the baptized are God’s chosen people, those
chosen by God for union with Christ. Upon us God has given a
Spirit, to help us bring forth justice to the nations. God’s Spirit
is anxious to use you to make the world a fairer place.

Have you opened your heart? Can you hear God speak of you,
“Here is my servant whom I uphold, my chosen one with whom
I am pleased”?

“New Beginning”

Something happened at the baptism of Jesus. John had been
using baptism as a way of ushering people into a new way of
life. They turned down a new path on life’s journey, and placed
themselves completely at the service of God.

When Jesus accepted baptism by John, his public ministry
began. He worked wonders. He preached about the reign of
God. He acquired disciples. He foretold his death and
resurrection. He prayed. He lived for God alone. When the
evangelists searched out how this ministry began, they all
turned back to the same moment: the baptism by John.

In Acts of the Apostles, Peter went to the house of Cornelius
the Gentile, because Cornelius wanted to know more about
Jesus. Peter began teaching by summarizing the life of Jesus.
He did it the same way the evangelists did: God proclaimed
peace, “beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John
preached,” where “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the
Holy Spirit and power.”

Many of us can point to a moment when something happened
in our lives, too. Perhaps there was one day when we started
looking at the world a lot differently. We saw more clearly who
we were and what God wanted us to be. We pledged to be
faithful to the God who loves us, and ever since, we have striven
to live out our commitment. No one did it as perfectly as Jesus,
but we are all called by God for some purpose.
