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“The serpent said to the woman,..."you will be like gods
(Genesis 3:4 - 5)

Most of us don’t think we are “like a god,” yet we often act
as if we are. | know that | should trust God, but my anxieties
get the better of me sometimes. By acting a certain way or
taking control, | imagine | can please people, make them
like me, and eliminate all obstacles. Control is the ultimate
temptation to “be like gods.” In retrospect | see this is sheer
folly but | continue to do it because fear impels me to grasp
at control. The more | see my fear for the dead end that it is,
the easier it is for me to make an effort to let go of my need
to control and allow God to lead me. These efforts require
me to notice what God is saying to me in prayer and to
trustin it. The inner freedom | experience from this, however
difficult to attain, makes it more than worth the effort.

An excerpt from Living With Christ

| think most of us have control issues some of us more than
others. Itis pretty natural to want control. Most of us as we
ride in the passenger seat want to use the brake pedal or at
the very least tell the driver to watch out; giving up control
can be difficult. | have a cross stitch that says Let Go Let
God, it reminds me that | need God, that | am not in control,
that he is, and that | want him to be. He knows what is best
for me even when | think | know better. He knows all, he
sees all, he is God, he is in charge. He is the reason we are
here, reaching him is our ultimate goal, so wouldn’t it make
sense to let him have control?

One of the hardest things we do as followers of Jesus is to
let Jesus lead us and to let him be in charge. We are human,
we are stubborn. We want to tell God how things should be,
that is pretty normal but not the way it is. We must find a
way to let the fear go, take charge of our feelings and give
the control over to God, let God be God, it will make our
lives much better and our faith grow stronger.
