ABSTINENCE

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fasting (one full
meal and two smaller ones) and abstinence (no consumption

of meat).

Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence in the United States. The
obligation to abstain begins at age 14. The law of fasting is for
those between the ages of 18 & 59.

Parents and teachers are asked to educate those not bound by
the laws of fasting and abstinence about the true spirit of pen-
ance and to encourage them to perform acts of penance suit-

able to their age.

All members of the faithful are encouraged to perform acts of
penance and charity beyond what is prescribed by Church law.

As each one has received a gift, use it to serve one
another as good stewards of God’s varied grace.
1 Peter 4:10

Collecting food or clothing for the homeless and serving at
a soup kitchen are good and honorable actions, but an
atheist knows those are good and honorable things. What
difference does it make that we are Disciples of Jesus Christ?
Our stewardship is a way of life, not a series of activities,
and the reason why we do what we do is our love for the
Lord as stated in the old song “They Will Know We Are
Christians By Our Love”. Will they know we are Christians
by our love?

Stewardship: A Disciple’s Response, is the US Bishops’
Pastoral letter that was published in 1992 on stewardship
as a way of life. We may think that that’s old outdated
information but it's actually very powerful. It contains three
primary convictions: 1) the challenge - mature discipleship
requires a decision to follow Jesus Christ no matter the
cost. 2) choice - commitment leads to a way of life, not just
a series of actions. 3) vision - then, with the first two being
true, stewardship is transformational.

An excerpt from LPi Stewardship in a Nutshell

So if this is the case, we must make a mature, reasonable
decision to follow Christ no matter what, so that our
commitment to do just that can change our lives. If we make
this choice out of love for Jesus Christ, we are committed
to living stewardship as a way of life. This way of life can
transform us into true Disciples of Christ. When we're
volunteering at our series of actions as referred to in number
one, we have a reason and a purpose. This makes our series
of actions a service to our Lord, because we are committing
them out of love for our Lord not just because they are good
things to do. The song will then ring true “And they’ll know
we are Christians by our love, by our love, Yeah they’ll know
we are Christians by our love.”
