Understanding My Value
To My Church Community

When we receive mercy, we are filled with mercy and will
be merciful. There is no shortcut. The key to being free of
hurt, resentment, bitterness, and unforgiveness, the key to
living out the spiritual work of mercy of forgiving all injuries,
is to cry out to God for mercy for our own sins and to
experience the scandalous, unjust, lavish, outrageous
mercy of God. When we experience this at the depth of our
being, it will utterly transform us. Our attempts to hold on
to past grievances and harden our hearts to those who have
caused us injury will seem to be mere comedy. Indeed,
when we contemplate our injuries and those who inflicted
them upon us, we see that some may still be inexcusable,

but none will be unforgiveable.
An excerpt from Scandalous Mercy by Fr. James Mallon
in the book Beautiful Mercy

There was a beautiful article in the paper this past Sunday
about forgiveness. It was about a mother, Dorothy Holloway,
who forgave the man, James Murphy, that killed her son.
After his murder, she had suffered through a long period of
serious depression where she was unable to get out of
bed, she lost her job, and for a time, her husband. She
said that she thought she had forgiven the man but she
didn’t really feel it. After approximately 15 years, Dorothy
was able to forgive James willingly. Dorothy had a dream
that her deceased son appeared to her in a prison? Why
was my son in prison she thought. “I asked God if | was
supposed to forgive James? God told me, ‘My own people
put me on the cross.”” She wrote a letter to James forgiving
him, it took her a month to mail it, but she did. James
wanted forgiveness from her but could not ask for it, he
knew he would “not find peace without it but knew he had
brought all this hurt upon her. He went to his knees, asking
God for the answer. Holloways’ letter arrived the next
morning.” They now have a special relationship; she is even
trying to get him released from prison. All he wanted from
her was forgiveness and she needed to give it to him so
that she could live; he was 16 when he killed her son and
was sentence to 40 years, he has served 17 years.

The story above ties in perfectly with the excerpt from Fr.
Mallon’s Scandalous Mercy, God’s mercy will transform
us. His endless mercy transformed both Dorothy and James.
Dorothy was able to forgive James so that she could go on
living her life; and James with this forgiveness, has found
the peace he was seeking. God’s mercy gives us the
strength and intent to forgive; while some offenses may
seem inexcusable, with God, none will be unforgiveable.
God is good.
