Our Capital Campaign is doing well while only 40% of our Holy Souls families have
contributed. Of our $3 million goal, we have $2.8 million pledged and have collected
$1,880,086 to date.  With these funds we have renovated the church lighting, sound and
security, replaced the flooring in the parish hall, replaced the school elevator, and added

the covered drop off at the Allen Center at a total ex-
pense of $1,069,150.  This leaves a balance of $797,954
in savings and $1,119,913 in pledges remaining to be
collected.

I am grateful for the generosity of many who have
helped us to make repairs and improve our campus. How-
ever, the next phase of our Capital Campaign is the larg-
est project item - the expansion and STEM lab for the
school. Safety and Security are important issues for many,
so during the planning phase, we discussed adding a safe
room for our children. The cost estimate of the current
design has greatly exceeded our budgeted amount for this
phase of  the work. We are presently considering alter-
nate designs to get the project into budget. However, it
has become apparent that in order to include all the items
the school requires, we will need more funds.

With this information, and the Campaign reaching
the half way mark, I appeal to the many who have not
contributed to the Campaign to consider making a pledge.
Secondly, I appeal to all Our Lady of  the Holy Souls
School parents. The STEM lab and expansion of  the
school are for your children. Only a small percentage of
our school parents have contributed to the campaign. The

Lent 2020

As we approach what I lovingly refer to as the “most wonderful time of  the year,” I
am aware that, perhaps, not everyone shares my excitement. It’s not the easiest time of
the year, but it makes me so grateful to be part of a faith that practices sacrificial love
and the emptying of  self, so that God can fill us. As it states in John 3:30, “He must
increase, but I must decrease.”

As you may already know, the word “Lent,” simply means “spring.” This is interesting
to me because I think of spring as a joyful season, brightly colored, and full of newness
of  life. Conversely, I tend to think of  Lent as desert, parched and thirsting for water. The
church is seemingly full of  paradoxes, but it always makes sense in the end. It’s like the
“paschal mystery.” I once heard those words explained simply as the fact/phenomenon
that life and death are always going on at the same time. As we hunger, God fills us. As
we suffer, we receive God’s consolation. As we draw nearer to God, he draws nearer to
us. As we die to self, we become more alive with Christ. Lent is a spiritual springtime in
which our souls are renewed and cleansed so that we make room for Jesus to take deeper
root in our hearts.

Every year, Fr. John and I meet to discuss how we can reflect the essence of  Lent in
the music at our liturgies and I’d like to share with you some of  the elements we have
chosen. First, we will continue to follow the liturgical guidelines of not having any spe-
cial vocal or instrumental performances and choir anthems during Lent. We will stick to
what can be sung by the whole assembly. You will also notice a little more penitential
focus to the songs that we will sing at Mass. However, even though it is Lent, we still
celebrate the Resurrection of the Lord on Sundays, so there will be joyful music as well.
This year, we have chosen a prayer to focus on as a parish called “The Litany of Humil-
ity.” This prayer, by Merry Cardinal Del Val, secretary of  state to Pope Saint Pius X, is in
the “little blue book,” or “The Pieta Book,” as many call it. Each week, we will pray this
prayer in song form at offertory. There will be a card available that has the sheet music on
one side and the full prayer text on the other.

Additionally, we will chant the parts of  the Mass (vs. using more contemporary ver-
sions), we will chant the “Our Father,” and at communion, we will sing a meditative
refrain several times before we sing our communion song. Fr. John loves the practice of
the meditative refrains used in the Taize community in France and considers it very
spiritually powerful to just meditate on those scriptures or thoughts as we walk up to
receive our Lord in communion.

Please know that our love and prayers are with you for a transformational Lent.
